The mundanity in Husserl’s phenomenology

Abstract

The core of Husserl's philosophical project of laying a rigorous
foundation for objective knowledge lies in the objective and universal
form of the conscious act of intuition. One the corresponding problem,
however, is that such philosophy is confused with psychology that takes
mental experiences as its targets of investigation. When Husserl
rejected naturalistic psychology with transcendental phenomenology,
he seemed to conceal the worldly nature of the directly given conscious
experience as well. With this understanding, a phenomenological
psychology that can face the directly given conscious phenomena with
a transcendental attitude so as to preserve the direct givenness as well
as their worldliness nature is necessary. Phenomenological psychology
as "the constitutive phenomenology of the natural attitude" is to
manifest the worldliness that is preserved but concealed in

transcendental phenomenology.
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
